simultaneous industry sector hackathon sessions designed to help identify, address and
define next steps towards resolving the “FutureWork” challenge within North Carolina.

Day 2 Forum Sessions will feature topics in five key sector areas: Banking & Finance,
Education, Energy, Healthcare, and Government/Smart Communities.
